+ The Book does not end with the word Amen, for the Holy Spirit is still working in our church.
+ Note that the book began with preaching Christianity in Jerusalem and ended in Rome (the nation), as the Lord of Glory said: the preaching begins in Jerusalem, then Judea, then Samaria, then the whole world
+ Paul spent two years in captivity in Jerusalem and was then acquitted
+ Then he spent two years free, moving between churches, during which he wrote the rest of the pastoral epistles 
+ Finally, he visited Rome to be arrested by Nero and was martyred by the sword because he was Roman. On the same day, Peter the Apostle was martyred with him, crucified upside down on (Epip 5—July 12)
